If necessary, the number of pages
can be larger. In that case the registration fee will be higher
due to the increased printing costs. The papers will be reviewed
by the reviewers appointed by the Scientific Committee.

The paper must comply with the requirements for conference
paper writing that have been accepted for TIO 2012. Thus, all the
papers in the conference proceedings will have the same structure.
If the paper presents a theoretical approach, it should be
structured in the following way:

Summary in Serbian and English (max 150 words)

Key words in Serbian and English (max 5 words)
Introduction (introduction in the problem)

The main part of the paper (it should include: the purpose
of theoretical research/analysis and the main problem, data
sources, main arguments and explanations, interpretations. All
of this, if necessary, can be organized in functional subtitles).
»  Conclusion/conclusions

» References

If the paper presents an empirical approach, it should be
structured in the following way:

Summary in Serbian and English (max 150 words)

Key words in Serbian and English (max 5 words)
Introduction (introduction in the problem and theoretical,
empirical framework of the research)

Methodology /Research organization /application description
(if the paper presents a description of a software solution)
Results and discussion, implications
Conclusion/conclusions

References
